Code Enforcement Office Monthly Report
February, 2020

1. I am currently on medical leave but working remotely. Dick Dolby has been
covering for me in the office, and Rick Seymour has been attending the Planning
Board meetings. This arrangement has gone very well so far. Dick has applied for
a job with the State Fire Marshall’s office, and he may be unable to cover for me in
a few weeks. | will know within the next week or so whether I can return to work
sooner or later. I will be in close contact with Dick, Rick, and Nate to make sure
that the CEQO’s office is fully covered and that there are no gaps in services.

2. Building activity was very quiet in February, apart from inspections of ongoing
projects such at those at Stevens Commons. | expect things to pick up this month
and next, and I have been made aware of several projects that could be in the
works.

3. Evidently the State won’t be issuing provisional licenses for adult use marijuana
until approximately July, due to the lack of testing facilities. As a result the
existing medical use shops and the approved cultivation facility will not be able to
operate as adult use marijuana establishments until then, at the earliest.

4. 1 sent letters to all Downtown property owners whose properties have roofs that
slope toward the sidewalk, advising them that the City requires snow guards to be
installed on these roofs. | have received a few replies, and in each case the
property owner has agreed to install the snow guards in the coming months. | have
gotten no negative responses, but I do need to follow up with those that haven’t
replied to my letter.

5. Similarly, I personally visited shops on Water St. that violate our new flag
ordinance, which requires that flags not impede pedestrian traffic. Each proprietor
agreed to make the change, but to my knowledge none of them has yet. | will
follow up on this.

6. | have had a couple of inquiries about solar farms in Hallowell. Our ordinances
address these, but they could use some updating. For example, we don’t have a
clear provision for ensuring funds are available for decommissioning once the site
has passed its useful life. This is something the ORC should start looking at.
